“The Songbook Project...”
Dear Sunrisers,

Last month | intfroduced to you an idea | was considering, which | have dubbed “The Songbook
Project.” In the last few weeks, | have been bouncing ideas off various people in the
congregation and we have decided that this is a project worth serious consideration. In this
months’ newsletter, | want to give you more details about this idea.

First, some “recent history.” In the 8 months that | have been your Music and Arts Minister, |
have been impressed with the greatly varied backgrounds from which people come in this
congregation. In name, we are a “United Methodist” congregation. In day-to-day life, we are
a patchwork of many different religious fraditions. There are some “lifelong Methodists,” to be
sure, but also a number of folks who are new to the organized church, either having been
raised without a strong church-going habit, or having left the church for a period and now
returned. There are also people who come from Roman Catholic roots, and many from Baplist,
Presbyterian, and “free church” experiences. In addition, there are all ages in this church
family, from infant through “seniors” in their 80’s and beyond. We have many families with
young children, but also many single people, and those who have reared children, but now
have an “empty nest.” We have people who love different kinds of music, as well, from
classical through rock, to folk and Gospel genres. All of this variety makes us an exciting and
interesting body of worshippers! We bring so many flavors to the table, in religious understand-
ings, life situation, and musical language! As your Music and Arts Minister, and a part of the
team that plans worship, | want to celebrate our rich variety, and also help us to bond together
as one family with a common musical language. | believe that people sing with greater joy
and confidence when we share a common language. To that end, | am introducing “The Song-
book Project.”

The Purpose of the Project...

In preparing a “supplement” to our hymnal and the overhead projection of songs, | would hope
to provide some of the newer songs people are hearing on the radio, and in other worship
settings, including hymnals from other denominations. By doing so, our Sunday morning wor-
ship times could respond to the growing repertoire of music which is ecumenical, and speaks
to people in their every-day lives. People visiting our worship services may hear songs they can
relate to, helping them feel welcome right away. When we hear songs we recognize, we feel
more comfortable joining in. Those of us who enjoy different styles of music will be encouraged
by hearing something we can relate to -- not always the same genre. This encourages
people to sing from our hearts, in response to God’s work in our lives. Traditional hymns and
music are wonderful! We are blessed to be able to use music from the rich treasure of music
that has spoken to people for many years. AND God is also alive and actively inspiring musi-
cians and poets in 2012! Scripture says sing a NEW song to the Lord! Our Songbook Project
allows us to do that!

The Process for the Project...

+l would begin with a basic list of songs that I think are familiar to many people, based on dif-
ferent worship experiences.

+ | would ask for each person in both worship services at Sunrise to submit titles of songs that
you would like to include in worship, which are NOT in our United Methodist Hymnal.

+As you turn in titles, | would start to work on getting permission to use them in our book. In or-
der to legally copy the songs that are not in our UM Hymnal, our church has purchased a Chris-
tian Copyright License. There are several companies who offer this service, and we may find
that we need more than one. It is important to respect the copyright process, because the po-
ets, musicians, recording artists, and music publishers who make their living from creating and
distributing music must depend on honest and fair treatment from the people who use their
work, in order to pay their bills. Put simply, if we make copies of their songs without paying for
them, we are stealing bread from their tables. It is illegal, but even if it weren't, it is wrong.
Churches should lead the way in ethical treatment of everyone, and observing the copyright
laws is a good place to start. (Songbook Project continued on pg.10)
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The Call

“Then | heard the voice of the Lord saying,

Has someone ever shared with you some-
thing of which you weren't sure how best to
react; what to say if anything - even while
wishing you could do or say something, but
didn't have the fime fto address it in that
moment2 Do you ever find yourself avoiding
certain situations or people because you
sense their need is too great? Sometimes
situations become awkward because we do
not have the skills necessary to actually help
anofher in real fime. Stephen Ministry training
addresses situations like this plus a multitude of
others.

Are you concerned that Stephen Ministry will
take too much of time, or that working with
people will drain your energy? It furns out that
the skills taught through Stephen training, will
equip you to remain energized and know
what to do as well as what not to do. You
learn how to effectively set parameters that
support your family and be most helpful to
those you give care to. Stephen Ministry is
designed to equip you. You'll know what to
do which takes the worry out of whether or
not what you do is a good or effective.

We are looking to begin a training class for
Stephen Ministry.  Currently we have two
people who are ready to take the class. The
Stephen Ministers are praying that you will
answer the call to this ministry. We need a
minimum of six fo begin the next class. The
fraining is effective and empowering whether
or not you are actively engaged in providing
care giving, as the Stephen Ministry core train-
ing skills are applicable in your daily life.

Both men and women are asked to respond
to this call. Stephen Leaders always places
male care givers with male care receivers
and female care givers with female care
receivers. Stephen Ministry provides one on
one care, not couple’s or family counseling.
Stephen Ministers are never asked to provide
care for more than one care receiver at a
time. Sometimes we have care receivers who
need long term care, this however is far from

24hr./7day/week around the clock care.
Sometimes the care is short term- one or two
meetings with a care receiver are all that are
necessary.

Stephen Ministers attend continuing educa-
fion classes and supervision group. Confidenti-
ality is a Stephen Ministry requirement and an
essential component of being trustworthy. It is
a skill that Stephen Ministers learn to exercise.
Stephen Ministers protect their care receivers
and build frust in the caring relationship. Care
receivers share personal, sensitive information
and would suffer harm if such information
became known outside of the caring relation-
ship. We do not tell the Supervision Group our
care receiver's name or the names of family
members. We keep private intimate details of
our care receiver’s life that they have specifi-
cally asked us not to share. If a care receiver
has shared something that could be very
damaging, the Stephen Minister may request
individual supervision with the Stephen Leader
or pastor.

While | am not always in a care giving role,
being a trained Stephen Minister has been
extremely rewarding. | have grown and
confinue to learn a great deal of life skills
through the fraining and practice of Stephen
Ministry. | highly recommend the training and
pray you will hear and respond to the call of
becoming a Stephen Minister.

The Product...

Our songbook would be in loose-leaf format in a 3-ring binder, so that we could add
new songs from time to time without having to start over. This would save labor and paper,
because this way we could print it once, add it to the songbook and be able to use it again
and again. We could still use the overhead projection for words as we have been doing at our
early worship service. In addition, however, we would provide in the printed version a “lead
sheet” with the melody line of notes included along with the words. (Some folks have asked
why we could not just project the music on the wall, like we do the words. Good question! The
answer is that it is possible, but not practical, because it would take a lot more wall space, and
reading the music would be hard to do at a distance. That works better with a hard copy in
-hand af the reader’s comfortable eye-level.) While we know that not everyone reads music,
many people do, and would find learning a new song much quicker if they could read the
notes and not depend on simple repetition to learn a melody. Also, you might be surprised
how many “non-music-readers” actually do recognize when the notes go up and down and
will learn a melody more quickly with the notes in front of them than if they had to depend on
the words alone. There will be page numbers, and the songs will be alphabetically in order by
title. This flexibility would allow us to add new songs as people request them and still find them
in the book relatively easily.

Our Songbook would be a resource for us to use in our worship together,
and would empower us to lift our voices to the Lord with joy,
as we together develop a common language of song!
So -- give me your ideas, song suggestions, and questions!
Let’s consider our “Songbook Project” together!
