Goals for the had a good Christmas and were able to spend time with friends and family.
NEW YEAR This letter is an update from your Building Committee.
We have met several times since our presentation to the church in October. We received some good feed-
back from that meeting and as a committee we have pursued discussions with the various committees of the
church. Representatives from the Building Committee met with the Missions Committee, Nurture Committee,

Music/Worship Committee, Evangelism Committee, Staff, and Preschool. We gathered information on how
our goals and programs could benefit from expansion.

At our November meeting we set the ground work for communicating our progress to the church as a whole.
We have plans to place a progress board up in the Narthex that will be updated monthly. Hopefully that pro-
gress board will be up before you receive this newsletter. We also have plans to provide updates on the web-
site as well.

It was also decided at our November meeting to move forward with the road widening and parking expansion.
These require meetings, plan submittals, and more meetings with the Town of Holly Springs. The road wid-

ening is a requirement of the Town and must be completed when we perform any expansion to our facilities.

The parking expansion, as you know, is much needed. Not only has the Town indicated safety concerns by

our parking across the street, but if youbve tried t
service you know how challenging it can be.

In December we met and discussed the response to our initial meeting with the Town about the widening and
parking. Randy Miller and Pastor Ross met with Town Staff to discuss our intentions and we discovered the
path we must follow to actually move forward on the widening and parking. As a committee we decided to
begin moving along that path with hopes of approval and construction of widening and parking beginning in
April 2010.

Of course while that process is unfolding, the committee will begin discussions with a couple of architects to
determine what our expansion might look like. All of the feedback we received from the various committees,
as well as the feedback we continue to receive from you, will be used to generate an expansion plan. At this
point it looks like the next expansion will include Sunday school, music, and office space. Should our next
capital campaign prove extraordinarily successful, then we can revisit the idea of a sanctuary. As of now, the
financially prudent project seems to be education, music and office space. Our church treasurer, Ken Leen-
stra, is talking with various banks in the area about what projected loans for any expansion might be. As you
can tell there are a lot of issues before the committee and as a group we are trying to cover each item as
thoroughly as possible so we are not surprised later on in the process. In summary, the current items before
the committee are:

- provide a progress board in Narthex;

- gathering feedback from various church committees and church family;

- pursuing Town approval for widening of Sunset Lake Road along front of the Church property;
- pursuing Own approval 10r parking expar oNn (approximately /U - oU more space
- pursuing discussions with architects

Ross has done a good job of reminding us before each
