® Connection and Fellowship continue to rise to

the surface as | pray about Sunrise’s congrega-

tion. In 2012, | will be looking for ways to help us
connect with each other and with God.

e | wantto connect music and arts leaders with
each other and with the staff;

¢ | want to connect newcomers with estab-
lished members;

e | wantto connect visitors with welcoming
members in the arts groups, so people can
find their niche;

e | wantto connect 8:30 service people with
11:00 service people, so we feel like one con-
gregation;

e | want to connect members of the arts groups
with each other;

e | wantto connect families who have children
with people whose children are grown or who
do not have children;

e | wantto connect all ages with each other.

e Most of all, | want to connect people with
Jesus, so that God may use Sunrise Church o
connect with God’s people inside and out-
side the church walls. Some of the ways we
will do that are weekly rehearsals, retreats,
fellowship meals, e-mail, concerts, and weekly
worship experiences. Can you think of addi-
tional connection pointse

% Worship is a central focus for our Music and
Arts Ministry. | am learning that Sunrisers come
from many different faith backgrounds, denomi-
nations, geographical areas, and experiences. |
want to have many conversations with you both
one-on-one and in groups about what we do
when we worship. We might do some intentionall
study together on forms of worship, and on the
history behind some of our fraditions. One area
that | have been considering is a “songbook
project...”

% Songbook Project would address both
“connection” and “worship” focal points. Our
CCLI License allows us to print a songbook of our
own, unigque to our congregation. | wonder if it
would be helpful to us to develop a “common
repertoire” of hymns and praise songs that we
can keep in the chairs, along with our United
Methodist Hymnal. These songs would be
suggested by you, the congregation, in both
services. | would include the melody (notes)
along with the words so that those who read
music can more easily learn new songs. We
would keep the printed songs in a loose-leaf
format so that we can add them as we learn new
songs. Favorite older hymns that are not included
in our hymnal could also be included. | have
done this in other places and found this songbook
to be a valuable resource for helping our congre-
gation sing with more confidence. Keeping the
songs in a printed form also saves having to run
off bulletin inserts each fime we use a given song.
Overhead projection of “words only” would still
be used for the Contemporary Service, but
having the actual music available would
enhance our ability to learn new songs.

% Liturgical Dance -- | have chatted with several
people about beginning a Liturgical Dance
ministry here. | love dance ministry! | am excited
about the possibilities, and the main challenge |
see is finding rehearsal time in the Sanctuary,
because we would have to be able to work in the
physical space we would be using when we
dance in worship. Pray about this possibility with
me!

As you can see we have lots of exciting points to
pray about. |look forward to hearing your
reflections!
