The Nehemiah Project

Then Eliashib the high priest and
the other priests started to rebuild
at the Sheep Gate. They dedi-
cated it and set up its doors, build-
ing the wall as far as the Tower of
the Hundred, which they dedi-
cated, and the Tower of Hananel.
People from the town of Jericho
worked next to them, and beyond
them was Zaccur son of Imri.

The Fish Gate was built by the sons
of Hassenaah. They laid the beams,
set up its doors, and installed its
bolts and bars. Meremoth son of
Uriah and grandson of Hakkoz re-
paired the next section of wall. Be-
side him were Meshullam son of
Berekiah and grandson of Meshez-
abel, and then Zadok son of
Baana . (Nehemiah 3:1-5)

Chapter 3 of Nehemiah continues
by describing all of the individuals
and families that helped to rebuild
the previously destroyed walls of
Jerusalem. Everyone worked to-
gether to make the construction a
reality so that God could be glori-
fied.

Unfortunately that had not always
been the case. Before Nehemiah
came back to Jerusalem, those
who had returned from exile ne-
gl ected the Lordds
They first concentrated on making
sure their own homes were in good
shape. Since they first focused on
their own homes, and not the
Lordds, over ti me

their resources on themselves and
had nothing left in time or money
to contribute toward the rebuilding

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Building Expansion Update

The Building Committee, like many of you,
was hopeful that work would begin in May
on the parking lot expansion and road wid-
ening. | would like to provide an update on
these efforts.

Detailed engineering plans were com-
pleted, approved by the Town of Holly
Springs and used to solicit bids from several
local grading and paving contractors. The
Commi ttee reviewed the
posals and deftermined that none of the
bids were acceptable and that adjustment
of the plans would be necessary in order to
bridge the gap between the bids received
and the church's needs. The process of ad-
justing the plans in order to make the pro-
ject more cost effective is ongoing. The
adjustments must be approved by repre-
sentatives of Holly Springs. Such adjust-
ments do not have to go before the Town
Council and we do not expect that Town
Staff will find them problematic.

Upon receipt of the revised bids, the Com-
mittee may entertain an option to stage
the parking lot project. Our initial goal was
to fully grade and pave all areas that were
to be used for parking. However, we will
prayerfully consider the possibility of ex-
panding the parking lot to alleviate
many of the current problems while leaving
a portion of the job to be completed later.
The parking lot expansion does not have to
be an "all or nothing" proposition. Regard-
less of the scope of the steps taken to en-
hance parking space, the longstanding
road widening obligation must be met.

We need to be diligent and
patient in order to get the right work done
for the best price. The resubmission of plans
has almost no cost for Sunrise, but will yield
a much better result. Al of the work on
these detailed plans is being done by
Randy Miller. We all owe him our thanks for
