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A young boy was walking down the street in his town one afternoon and came upon a poster 

for a circus that was coming to town a few weeks later.  He had never been to the circus be-

fore, and he looked forward to going to see the elephants, lions, tigers and clowns.  The day 

of the circus finally arrived and he went to town with his 25 cents (the cost of admission).  

When he arrived there was a large crowd of people lined up along the street, so he joined 

them. 

 

As he stood there, he marveled at the lions and tigers in the cages.  He saw the elephants lum-

bering along; and, he laughed at the antics of the clowns.  As the last clown walked by the 

boy rushed out into the street and gave him his 25 cents and went home.  It wasnôt until some-

time later that he found out he had missed the circus ï he had only seen the parade. 

 

If we come to worship only on Palm Sunday and then again on Easter ï without attending to 

the Holy Week services in the middle ï we will miss much of the meaning and significance of 

the Passion event of our Savior.  We will have missed much of the reason for the celebration 

at Easter. 

 

I invite each Sunriser to come to the Holy Week services of Maundy Thursday and Good Fri-

day.  As you ponder the significance of the Christ event in its fullnesséas you contemplate 

what the work of Christ means for youéyour participation in the Holy Week Services can 

help to deepen you appreciation of the depth, height and breadth of your Godôs love for you.
