Hello Sunrisers!   
 

Once again, I am so excited to be serving as the 

Minister of Children and Youth.  I cannot wait to 

see what God has in store for us as we journey to-

gether in ministry.  This is an important month in the 

life of Sunrise church.  As we move into our Sep-

tember capital campaign, we are committing our-

selves to the future of Sunrise.  An important lesson 

about the church that I often forget is that the 

church is not a building but a group of people 

connected in the body of Christ.  Thus, when we 

think about the future of Sunrise, we are not just 

thinking about a building, but the people who will 

occupy it, many of whom are youth and children.  

Our faithful giving goes not just to bricks, mortar, 

and asphalt, but to the flourishing of community 

within the body of Christ.  We are raising the next 

generation of church leaders as we are building 

for Godõs kingdom. 

 

Not only does Christ call us to commit ourselves 

fully to his Church, but to equip our children and 

youth to consider their commitment as well.  They 

are an integral part of our congregation and it is 

my hope that all of our children would participate 

and be seen as fully active members in congrega-

tional life.  While our children donõt have resources 

to make any sort of dent in a multimillion dollar 

building project, this month provides us an excel-

lent opportunity to teach our children about stew-

ardship.    God cares not about the amount, but 

the attitude of the giver, even if it is just two small 

coins (see Luke 21:1 -4).

Stewardship is not just about money, but also 

about the gifts of time and talents.  Take an op-

portunity to ask your child how he/she can serve 

the church. Perhaps it can be as simple as attend-

ing worship or Sunday school on a regular basis.  

Maybe it is serving as an acolyte or lector, going 

through the necessary training as well.  Or it could 

be participating in childrenõs choir, passing out 

bulletins at worship services, or cleaning the sanc-

tuary after worship.   These simple gifts of time and 

talents go a long way toward building Godõs king-

dom.  

 

As we go through the capital campaign this Sep-

tember, take advantage of this wonderful oppor-

tunity to teach your children about giving.
