Children’s Sabbath: Justice, Justice Shall You Pursue

On October 9, Sunrise United Methodist Church will
celebrate Children’s Sabbath Sunday along with many
other Methodist congregations and churches in other
denominations. We will dedicate time in both worship
services to celebrate the importance of children in our
congregation and to promote justice for underprivi-
leged, undereducated, hurting, abused, orphaned, and/
or lonely children around the world. Not only will this
service include blessings and prayers for children, but
children will be involved in important aspects of the
service, from reading scripture to serving as ushers to
leading a processional.

The theme for this year’s Children’s Sabbath,
“Justice, Justice Shall you Pursue:” Answering God’s
Call to Protect Children, is taken from Deuteronomy
16:20, “Justice, and only justice, you shall pursue, so
that you may live and occupy the land that the Lord
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Ministry

your God is giving you.” Every week in worship, we
pray for God’s will to be done on earth as it is in heav-
en. Part of seeking the kingdom of heaven is seeking
justice for his children on earth. As followers of
Christ, we recognize the sacred responsibility to nur-
ture and protect children and to work for the world
God intends. On the Children’s Sabbath, we will re-
member the children in struggling schools and difficult
circumstances, we will reflect on the teachings of our
faith that lead us to respond, and we will commit to
putting our faith into action to help a// children learn
and succeed.

We will also give thanks for the ministries and op-
portunities for children in this congregation.

Some of our days seem very dark. Sickness,
the death of aloved one, the loss of a job or anoth-
er struggle overshadows life.
