If you can't pay it, even your bed will be snatched from under you. (Proverbs 22:26-27) 

 

   In the Old Testament, being in debt was a circumstance that made the borrower slave to the 

lender.  God told the Hebrew people that they were not to get into that position, especially in 

their relationship with another country.  They were to have only one master ï the Lord God.  The 

same goes for us today.  These teachings are timeless and relevant for each of us today. 

   As we move the church toward less debt, I believe there is no better time than this to challenge 

our congregation members to do the same.  Spiritual and financial health go hand in hand.  I am 

working with our Finance Committee to launch a church-wide effort toward debt reduction for 

the church and each individual Sunriser.
